AN ORDINANCE AMENDING TITLE III, CHAPTER, 30, SECTION 30.03
OF THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE TOWN OF BROWNSBURG, INDIANA
FOR THE PURPOSE OF REDISTRICTING THE TOWN COUNCIL
OF BROWNSBURG, HENDRICKS COUNTY, INDIANA
WHEREAS, Ind. Code § 36-5-2-4.1(g)(1) requires the Town to redistrict the Town’s legislative body districts in the second year after a year in which a federal decennial census is conducted; and
WHEREAS, by Resolution adopted on August 23, 2012 the Town Council adopted Redistricting Guidelines for Town Council legislative redistricting setting forth the procedures and requirements for accomplishing the redistricting process; and
WHEREAS, the Town caused to be published a Notice Regarding Division of the Town Council of the Town of Brownsburg, Indiana into Legislative Body Districts on August 29, 2012 in the Hendricks County Flyer and Court & Commercial Record and on August 30, 2012 in the Danville Republican; and
WHEREAS, the Council has made provision for members of the public to submit proposed maps or object to the provisions of the Redistricting Guidelines as set forth in the Redistricting Guidelines and the public notices referenced above; and

WHEREAS, the Council has received and considered a proposed Redistricting Plan submitted by the Town’s Redistricting Coordinator which fully complies with the Redistricting Guidelines and the Council desires to approve and adopt the proposed Redistricting Plan in accordance with the provisions of this Ordinance.
NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Town Council of the Town of Brownsburg, Hendricks County, Indiana, that the Town Council hereby amends and replaces Section 30.03 of the Code of Ordinances as follows:
Section I. 
§30.03 COUNCIL DISTRICTS.
(A)
The Council divides the Town into five (5) districts for the purpose of conducting elections of Town officers:

(1) District 1. (Ward 1) [insert legal description]
(2) District 2. (Ward 2) [insert legal description]
(3) District 3. (Ward 3) [insert legal description]
(4) District 4. (Ward 4) [insert legal description]
(5) District 5. (Ward 5) [insert legal description]
(B) If any part of the Town is not included in one (1) of the districts established by this section, that territory shall be included within the district that:

(1) Is contiguous to that territory; and
(2) Contains the least population (as determined by the most recent census) of all districts that are contiguous to that territory.

(C) If any part of the Town is included in more than one (1) of the districts established by this Section, that territory shall be included within the district that:

(1) Is in one (1) of the districts in which the territory is described in this Section; 

(2) Is contiguous to that territory; and
(3) Contains the least population (as determined by the most recent census) of all districts that are contiguous to that territory.

(D) The Council adopts a map, as seen in Appendix A: Town District Map, at the end of this chapter, depicting the districts established under this Section, and incorporates the map by reference into this section. Two (2) copies of this map are on file in the office of the Clerk-Treasurer for public inspection as required by I.C. 36-1-5-4. If a conflict exists between the districts as depicted on the map and as described in this section, the description in this section shall prevail. 

(E) The Clerk-Treasurer shall forward a signed copy of this Ordinance 2012-15 to the Clerk of the Circuit Court of Hendricks County and shall request the Clerk to include the copy of this Ordinance in the records of the Hendricks County Election Board.

Section II.
All prior Ordinances or parts thereof inconsistent with any provisions of this Ordinance are hereby repealed.

Section III.
This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect immediately upon its passage.
